The Central Supplier Database integrates with the South African Revenue Service (SARS) to verify tax clearance

certificates and the Companies and Intellectual Property Commission (CIPC) for business registration and

business ownership information. The CSD furthermore verifies supplier information with the register for tender

defaulters and database of restricted suppliers. As the CSD is a self-service portal, prospective suppliers must

self-register on the CSD website at www.csd.gov.za.

Prospective suppliers should have the following documentation to register successfully on the CSD:

VAT Registration number to appear on the Tax status pin if VAT registered

Confirmation of Banking Details from Bank

B-BBEE Rating Certificate if applicable / B-BBEE Affidavit (Original) if applicable

Proof of accreditation with relevant body and reference number (Example: CIDB Registration)

Mobile phone with valid email address (Activation e-mails will be sent to mobile to confirm and accept

registration, thus mobile device should be able to receive e-mails)
