Op die hoek van Kloof- en Skoolstraat het die uitvoerende
burgemeester Linda Jaquet die lint geknip op die laaste
twee dele – Louise Arries (126 m) en Kloofstraat (144 m) –
tesame met 136 meter splinternuwe sypaadjie en
opgegradeerde stormwaterpype. Totale koste: R3.6 miljoen,
ten volle befonds deur die Munisipale Infrastruktuurtoelaag
(MIG), en uitgevoer duer kontrakteurs 2MC Consulting
Engineers en CJL Roads & Infrastructure. Drie-en-twintig
inwoners van Klaarstroom het lone op die perseel verdien,
wat R247 159 direk terug in die dorp se plaaslike ekonomie
gespuit het. 

Senior bestuurder, tegniese dienste, mnr. Ashley America, en
die prestasiebestuurseenheid (PMU) tegnikus, mnr. Chuma
Madikane, het die projek deurgaans onder toesig gehou.
Nadat die lint geknip is, het 'n groep kaalvoet kleuters van
Mickey Mouse Crèche hul voete in ‘n plas modder gedoop
en oor die nuut geplaveide pad geloop om die einde van
grondpaaie in die dorp te simboliseer. 

“Vandag se seremonie is iets wat by hierdie kinders sal
bly,” het burgemeester Jaquet gesê. “Hulle sal onthou,
soos baie geslagte voor hulle, hoe die plek wat hulle huis
noem, getransformeer is en lewens makliker gemaak is
met die plaveisel van die paaie wat hul huise, familie en
vriende verbind.” Onderburgemeester Sidney Koonthea,
raadslede Kiewiet Baadjies en Arnold Mackay, munisipale
bestuurder adv. Thys Giliomee en sy leierskapspan het
getuies gestaan, saam met wykskomiteelede Rose Fister
en Carina Botes en projekskakelbeampte Ferrol Januarie. 

Burgemeester Jaquet het afgesluit met 'n hartlike
huldeblyk aan wyle raadslid Stoffel Botes, die stil vegter
wat nooit opgehou het om aan deure te klop totdat
Klaarstroom sy regverdige deel gekry het nie. Klaarstroom
se paaie is nou amptelik moddervry – behalwe vir die
spore wat ons kies om te los.

In the heart of the Karoo, with its ancient mountains and
seemingly infinite vastness, Prince Albert has always been a
magnet for those seeking a place of quiet enchantment. On
17 October 2025, that magic found a fresh canvas with the
official opening of the Prince Albert Visitor's Hub by Dr Ivan
Meyer, Western Cape Minister of Agriculture, Economic
Development and Tourism. 

What began as a simple refurbishment has blossomed into an
invitation for wanderers to connect and uncover the town's
living tapestry, and become a part of it.

The journey started in August 2024, when former Chair of the
Prince Albert Tourism Association, Inga Terblanche, and
branding specialist, Karin Henriques, combined efforts to
reposition and revitalise the town’s tourism sector. By April
2025, the municipality announced the reopening of the office,
sparking a collaboration between local tourism champions and
the municipal team. This partnership reimagined the space
entirely, evolving its name from a mere office to the Visitor's
Hub — placing the emphasis duly on our valued guests who
breathe life into our streets.

The hub showcases Prince Albert as an unmissable destination
through a wonderfully visual display of stories and pictures.
Drawing on the feedback from residents and travellers alike, the
branding team honed our essence – our people. This is the core
of the "I am a living story" campaign. It is the heartfelt narrative
woven from locals' voices, our resilience, untamed nature and
joyous events. It's an invitation to belong, to be part of the
town's heartbeat and heritage in the making.

Established through a true partnership, the municipality gifted
the building, spearheaded upgrades and employs the tourism
officer, while the PASA team infuses it with their creative
genius, tourism expertise and marketing. Residents made all
sorts of contributions like handcrafted doors and furniture,
blinds, succulents, and much more – proving that what makes
Prince Albert great is indeed our people.

The hub is open Monday to Thursday from 9:00 to 17:00,
Fridays until 16:30, Saturdays 8:00 to 14:00, and Sundays 9:00
to 12:00.

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SEISMIC SEISMIC 
Many residents may have already spotted the distinctive
white vibrator trucks or the small orange wireless nodes
placed along the verges of our main roads. This is the Karoo
Geoscan Project, a fully state-funded national geoscientific
research programme currently active in the Central Karoo.

The Petroleum Agency of South Africa (PASA) and the Council
for Geoscience launched the project on 10 November 2025,
with fieldwork starting in the Beaufort West area on 13
November after local personnel were trained on 11–12
November. Forty people are working on the ground each day,
and the entire programme is scheduled to run until March
2026.

Within Prince Albert Municipality, the survey will cover three
major routes:

The R407 from the N1 towards Prince Albert up to the
Gamka River
The R353 from the N1 towards Prince Albert until it turns
away from the Gamka River
The N12 from the N1 to approximately 16 km before
Klaarstroom

Exact dates for when the teams will be active on these specific
roads are still being finalised and will be communicated as soon
as they are confirmed.

What you will see are large vibrator trucks that briefly stop on
public roads to send sound waves into the earth, and small
wireless recording devices (the yellow nodes) placed along the
roadside every few hundred metres. Importantly, there is no
drilling, no blasting, and no physical intrusion onto private land
unless prior permission has been granted by the landowner.

IN FULL SWINGIN FULL SWING

.The purpose of the Karoo Geoscan Project is to create
detailed images of underground rock layers up to 10 km deep.
These images will help scientists map water-bearing aquifers,
mineral deposits, and the overall geological structure of our
region. The data will provide the evidence base for future
decisions about resource management and environmental
protection.

We emphasise that the national moratorium on hydraulic
fracturing (“fracking”) remains firmly in place until at least
March 2027. This survey is purely scientific research and has
no link to any current or planned extraction activities.

The project team is committed to minimising disruption, and
all work is conducted under strict environmental and heritage
guidelines. By understanding what lies beneath our feet, we
strengthen our ability to protect both the environment and the
future prosperity of the Karoo.

SURVEYSURVEY
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Nestled at the edge of Prince Albert, Gordon Koppie is one
of the best vantage points from which to appreciate our
beautiful town. It is also a haven for nature lovers, wildlife
and an abundant variety of plants. But recent photos reveal
a troubling sight: rubble dumped and building materials
haphazardly stored on the natural veld adjacent to sites
above Hancke Street. This isn't just unsightly – it’s a threat
to the delicate ecosystem that defines our Karoo home.

In this arid wonderland, where rainfall is a rare gift, Karoo
shrubs grow at a snail's pace and endure for over a century. "If
they are destroyed by clearing or dumping, the ground will
remain bare for many decades," warns Dr. Sue Milton-Dean,
local botanist and founder of Renu-Karoo. "When heavy rains
come, water rushes off the slopes, causing soil erosion that
damages roads, stormwater systems and buildings downhill.
In wet years, you'll see short-lived weeds like rolbos take over,
but gone are the enchanting flowering wildegranaat or vygies
that light up spring."

Gordon Koppie isn't just land, it's an asset for our community.
Locals and visitors alike flock here for invigorating walks,
birdwatching and soul-soothing views. The vegetation
shelters birds, lizards and a myriad other creatures, fostering
biodiversity. Yet, scarred ground and debris mar this paradise,
leading to habitat loss and dwindling wildlife. As Dr Sue puts
it: "It is selfish to damage a common good, a piece of natural
habitat that gives many people pleasure and supports
diversity. Damage is particularly unacceptable in arid regions
where recovery will take a human lifetime or longer."

But we are actively trying to preserve this beautiful piece
of land. It is the hope of the Prince Albert Municipality to
sign a 10-year Biodiversity Stewardship agreement with
CapeNature, elevating the koppie to protected status.
This partnership will unlock fundraising for essential
fencing to replace lost boundaries and signboards
curbing access by bicycles, motorbikes and unleashed
dogs. Dr Sue also hopes to establish a 'Friends Group' for
the koppie who will walk there frequently, inform people
of the rules and help raise funds to employ local people
to stabilise the paths, thereby making them safer and
reducing ongoing soil erosion that weakens plants along
informal trails.

"Ideally, the time will come that local youths can be
trained and market themselves as nature and heritage
guides," Dr Sue adds. These guides could captivate
tourists with tales of the koppie's geology, indigenous
plant uses, Robert Gordon's 1778 painting from its
summit, its role in the Boer War, the poignant history of
Rooikamp and apartheid removals, and the fact that it
hosts the world's largest population of the endangered
Prince Albert vygie. "They could build pride and a sense
of value in the town's backdrop," says Dr Sue. While she'd
mentor the natural and heritage stories, business skills
training would come from experts.

By respecting our veld and supporting these initiatives,
we preserve Gordon Koppie for generations. Please
report dumping, and let's turn this vision into reality.
