2016 have been restated as a result of errors discovered during 2016-17, in the financial
statements of the Prince Albert Municipality at, and for the year ended, 30 June 2016.



Material impairments

8. As disclosed in notes 15 and 16 to the financial statements, the municipality has provided
for impairment of trade receivables from exchange transactions and other receivables from
non-exchange transactions in the amounts of R4 million and R20,9 million respectively, as
management’s impairment assessment indicated that these debtors would default on their
accounts.

Material losses

9. As disclosed in note 39.4 to the financial statements, the municipality suffered electricity
distribution losses of 14.54% or 1 533 655 Kilowatts with a value of R1 384 602 during the
year.

14. In preparing the financial statements, the accounting officer is responsible for assessing
the Prince Albert Municipality’s ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as
applicable, matters relating to going concern and using the going concern basis of
accounting unless the accounting officer either intends to liquidate the municipality or to
cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.
